In the Antioquia district, 1 stumbled
on another village about 45 mainutes past
Espiritu Santo. We were distributing
Christmas care packages at the public school
when I was captivated by a shy teenager who
gave me the impression there might be some
abuse occurring in his home. We took a
spectial interest in him based on his response
to the gifts and some spiritual questions that
Jfollowed. I am not sure if I would be able to
make 1t back to his village each time I go, but
I believe God has a plan for Caesar and his
famaly. Victor has not received Christ yet but
some amazing discussions are developing.
His objections are less and less, and he
confides in me over his fears of becoming an
adult. I believe salvation 1s not far from his
house. He has a sister and brother-in-law
who were closed, that have recently begun
speaking with me. It is building relationships

that opens doors of utterance. Thank you for

praying earnestly and giving faithfully.
