Obviously, 
it is important for us to have his 
passport in order for him to be 
an "official" American citizen 
and even have the rights to 
travel outside of Cambodia. 
We've been assured that if any 
case of emergency arises 
before receiving proper 
documentation, the American 
Embassy will be sure to get us 
out promptly. However, I 
would like to ask you to pray 
specifically for us to obtain all 
needed paperwork in order to 
submit the application for his 
passport. Lord willing, the 
beginning of April will be our 
next appointment at the 
embassy. Thank you for your 
prayers regarding this matter.
