Saturday
night, as I looked through all my family’s paper work, I realized there was a
necessary document both Gloria and I had overlooked to obtain for our
daughter, Eliana. Though it wasn’t in our plans to have this small delay, we are
confident God allowed this to happen and know He is in full control. I was able
to change our tickets to March 17th, 2020. I believe those three weeks will grant
sufficient time to receive Eliana’s required documents.

My Pastor had asked me to preach Sunday morning and the message I shared was
entitled “Out of the Way” from John 4 on the story of the woman at the well. Christ
intentionally went out of his way and went through the route of Samaria in order to
reach a woman there who needed to be saved (Jn.4:).
