They also do not know how to read English nor Spanish, so we can’t even use
that as an indirect translation. However, they have been very faithful and have been picking up ASL little
by little. They showed me the universal sign for “salvation” (cross

All of the other visitors above also mentioned that they’re already
saved as well.

During our monthly men’s fellowship in my garage, we had
multiple new faces who came. One of them is a young muslim man
who comes just to hang out with us. We have a devotion each time -~ =
and it always includes the Gospel as part of the message. He asked
questions often and we always give him an answer out of Scripture.
I did eat out with him once and explained the gospel over the
course of several hours. He said that as he was listening, he got
goosebumps, and I said that God is trying to reach out to him, but
he quickly brushed it off and shifted the topic. 2
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he saw panhandling out on the street. This man is a professional
mime who has fallen on hard times. He told me once before that -
