They cleaned up the mud, and after the service, they dug a trench around the back of the 
church to channel the water away from the building. Bro. Michael sent me a video of them 
in their church clothes digging the trench. Thank you to those who have donated to the 
retaining wall. So far, we have $3,246 towards building the wall. We still need around 
$6,500 to get it finished. We are going to send what we have now to start the first phase. 

Pray for our 
church in Ghana. Pray for our children, especially Micah, as he adjusts to a new life here 
in the States.
