Once a month, we will hold a ladies meeting in which the women will continually receive a clear
presentation of the gospel, practical teaching from God’s word, and learn a new skill. We were blessed
to have 10 ladies come to the first meeting. They were taught Leah’s story and learned to make banana
doughnuts. This also prompted the beginning of the ladies visitation and soul-winning effort. Our
desire is for these ladies to trust Christ as their Savior, grow in their faith through the teachings, and be
encouraged and uplifted through fellowship. We pray many will mature in their faith and show
leadership skills so that they may one day be leading their own ladies meetings and ladies evangelistic
outreaches. Thank you for your continual prayers concerning this important ministry.

First Couples Meeting

first couples meeting. We had three couples
attending and had an encouraging time of
fellowship, teaching, eating and games. In
traditional African culture, the wife does all the
work while the husband sits around acting like a
dictator.

If Adam
needed help, that would clearly insinuate that he
was busy. It warmed our hearts to see these
couples desire to have a Biblical marriage; one
that honors the Lord and each other. Those that
attended left encouraged and expressed their
eagerness to attend the next couple’s meeting.
