When she was put in
contact with William through a family relative, they began talking together and William told me about this prospect
for marriage. We all sat down together and found out that although she was interested in Christianity, she had never
trusted Christ as her Savior. When we explained to her how to be born again, she did not hesitate to pray to receive
Christ as her personal Savior. Praise the Lord! Because of the proximity of our friendship and fellowship with
William, he wanted Alina and Kezia to take part in the wedding ceremony as flower girls. Due to our inability to
renew the visas for the children and their need to return to the US soon, we told William that in order for the girls to
participate, the wedding would need to take place within a week. It may have all been planned and put together in a 3
rush, but it was a beautiful and joyous day. The Muslim family members from both sides of the family were thrilled Pralse Report
about their loved ones finally getting married. It was also thrilling to be able to share the Gospel to lost family
members, some of whom had never attended a church gathering.
