 Sword Searchers began on Sunday nights because we noticed that the children had no 
knowledge about the Bible and were unable to find Scriptures.  This class will enable them to use their 
“Swords” wisely. 
 
 Pre-school has resumed and helping the pre-schoolers not only to gain knowledge but to develop 
character through wise choices is always a challenge.  However, it has its rewards as we see them grow 
and change.
