Now with the church closed, Robert is back on the phone having devotions
with the church family. Teacher Carrie is preparing lessons for the parents to teach
our preschoolers at home since school is closed. We are also busy helping those in
the community with food and prescription drugs as so many are out of work.

Everything is taking a long time to accomplish. There are long lines to wait
in, shortages that cause us to search for needed items, and shortened days due to the
curfew.

At this time, we are encouraged that new cases and deaths are decreasing.
Please pray for us as the country begins to re-open that:

1. Our church family will return and be ready to serve the Lord.
2. The lost will be ready to receive Christ.
3. Everyone will take Covid seriously.
