I am happy to report that after having
some oral surgery I am getting better. I had a fierce infection that was beginning to deteriorate the
bone. The surgery helped to clean out the infection and then I had to be on some very strong
antibiotics. It is now doing much better and the pain is almost completely gone. My wife and I are
praising the Lord for this. However the expense was significant and we don’t have dental
insurance. Please pray that the Lord will provide funds to help pay these bills.

We will be leaving for Arizona and California in a few days. We plan to visit a supporting church
in Arizona and then go on to California where we will be working with a church planter. Please
pray that the Lord will give us travel safety and that we will be able to help this pastor. We are
helping with work on his home along with work in the church. We also have some meetings in the
area. We are asking God to bless all these efforts.
